1a) The rent shall be £…. per annum 

b) The rent shall be payable on ……… (with a proportionate part being paid on     commencement of the term where applicable) by cash or cheque to the Allotment Society.
c) Rent shall include the following: use of communal composting and recycling facilities; use of water…………..
2. The tenant hereby agrees:

  a) To use the allotment for the purpose of food growing only.

  b) To keep the allotment in a tidy and properly cultivated state.
c) Not to obstruct paths, and to allow reasonable access to fruit trees planted around   the perimeter fence. 

d) Not to keep livestock other than chickens (and excluding cockerels) on their plot

e) To dispose of any waste items according to the recycling system provided and not to burn any items on the allotment.

f) Not to cause nuisance or unreasonable noise.

g) To commit to sustainable water usage 
h) To ensure that children under the age of 16 are supervised whilst on site.

i) To ensure dogs are kept under control and only allowed on the owner’s plot.

3. The tenant agrees to notify the allotment society in the following circumstances:

a) If the tenant wishes to keep chickens on the plot.

b) If the tenant wishes to erect a fence around the plot.

c) If the tenant wishes to use herbicides or pesticides on the plot.

d) If the tenant is likely to be unable to maintain their plot due to extenuating circumstances, e.g. illness.
e) If the tenant changes address.

4. Management of the site:

a) Tenancy of the allotment constitutes automatic membership of the allotment society. In order to ensure the continued upkeep of the site, the tenant herby agrees to participate in the running of the site in a role to be mutually agreed by the tenant and other members of the allotment society.

b) Tenants will be provided with a key to the site entrance, which they agree not to duplicate nor pass on to others. Access to the site is unrestricted but tenants agree to respect the peace and privacy of residents in the neighbouring houses at all times. 
c) The tenant agrees that any dispute between themselves and another plot holder will be referred to the allotment society whose decision in the matter is final.

5. The tenancy hereby agreed shall continue unless any of the following circumstances come to pass:

a) The tenant provides one month’s notice of their intention to vacate the plot. 

b) If the rent has been in arrears for 30 days the allotment society will serve 2 weeks notice to provide payment or vacate the plot.
c) If there has been a breach in the conditions on the part of the tenant the allotment society will issue written warning giving 2 week’s notice to rectify the breach, and if not complied with this will be followed by 2 week’s notice to vacate the plot. 
Tenants requested to vacate their plots due to lack of cultivation will forfeit their rent for the remaining duration of that rental period to compensate the allotment society for returning the plot to a condition suitable for cultivation.
